The NSCC Alumni Association annually awards scholarships valued up to $1,500 to graduating
students and alumni of NSCC who are planning to continue their education at a 4-year institution.

The application form should be used by anyone wishing to be considered for the scholarship.
Awards will be made on the basis of merit, academic scholarship, and individual achievement.
Documentation of financial need is not a determining factor for eligibility.

Applicants who have previously received NSCC Foundation Scholarships are eligible for the
Alumni Association Scholarship. Graduates may apply as many times as they wish but can only
receive an Alumni Scholarship once. Previous recipients of this award are not eligible to receive
it a second time.

Please read the following instructions carefully. Incomplete or late applications, or applications
from ineligible persons, will not be considered.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:

1. Applicants must be accepted at or expecting acceptance as a full-time student into a
post-Associate’s program at an accredited 4-year undergraduate institution. (Full-time
attendance is defined as 9 or more credit hours.) The applicants selected must present
evidence of such acceptance prior to receiving the award.

2. Applicants must be a member of the Class of 2019 (January, May or August, 2019 graduates),
OR have completed a Degree or Certificate program any time prior to 2019.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE:

1. Complete the “Alumni Association Application Form” attached.

2. Two (2) reference letters, one from an NSCC faculty member and one from a person who is
neither an NSCC staff member nor a relative of the applicant, must be submitted as part of
the application.
