Parking Rules & Regulations
Parking on North Shore Community College (NSCC) property is a privilege extended to members of the NSCC Community.
Parking and traffic regulations apply to all employees, students, and other persons who operate any motor vehicles on NSCC property.
NSCC strictly enforces parking policies and assumes no liability for damage to any vehicle or its contents.
Due of the limited number of parking spaces on campus, students are not guaranteed a parking space.
First-come, First-serve Basis
Traffic regulations have been established in an effort to maintain a clear and safe path for all NSCC Community members and visitors. The implementations of these regulations by no means are meant to hinder or deter parking on campus. Their purpose is to encourage the safe operation of motor vehicles while on campus, to maintain emergency vehicle access, to assist with pedestrian safety and to maintain parking consistency.
The NSCC BOARD OF TRUSTEES, acting under the powers granted by Chapter 15A, Section 13 of the Massachusetts General Laws has adopted, subject to subsequent amendment, the following traffic rules and regulations on the campus of NSCC and other land of the College.
All NSCC faculty, staff, students and other persons who operate any motor vehicles on campus or other land of the College, are required to read, understand and abide by the traffic rules and regulations as outlined in this brochure.
Authority and Duties of NSCC Police
It shall be the duty of the NSCC Police within the Department of Public Safety, acting through the authority of Chapter 15a, Section 13 and Chapter 22c, Section 63 to enforce the provisions of these parking rules and regulations; provided, however, to expedite the control, movement or parking of all motor vehicles or to safeguard pedestrians in the event of fire, emergency or for purposes of enforcement of these parking/traffic rules and regulations, officers of the respective state, municipal police or fire department may upon request of the Chief of NSCC

Police or their designee, direct and control traffic as conditions may require, notwithstanding the provisions of these parking/traffic rules and regulations.
Vehicle Registration - Parking Decals Faculty and Staff
Any college employee who operates a vehicle on the campus must register that vehicle with the NSCC Police within (7) working days from your effective hiring date. A registration form must be completed and signed by the employee and will be kept on file with the campus police. Failure to register within this period shall constitute grounds for denial of the privilege to operate a vehicle on the campus. Parking decals are made available by registering online. Simply log onto the MyNORTHSHORE portal and search "Parking" in order to register.
Faculty and Staff will be notified by the NSCC Police via email on appropriate steps to follow when decals and procedures are up for revision.
Faculty and Staff Parking Areas
Faculty and Staff parking specifically includes all yellow lined campus parking spaces. These spaces are typically the spaces that are located closest to the Academic buildings. These spaces are on first come, first serve, basis.
Proper Placement of Decals
Decals should be placed on the rear driver’s side window on the lower left-hand corner.
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Students
All students who operate a motor vehicle on the campus must obtain a decal for the spring, summer and fall semesters. Parking decals are made available by registering online. Simply log onto the MyNORTHSHORE portal and search "Parking" in order to register.
Registration of a vehicle is not complete until the College parking decal is permanently affixed to the vehicle.

Student Parking Areas
All students are required in the white lined spaces on campus. Yellow lined spaces are designated for staff/faculty only.
Drop off areas
At the main entrance of each campus there is a designated drop off area. These areas are for short term, live parking only. Any vehicles left unattended are subject to being ticketed or towed. Anyone found in live parking for extended periods of time may be instructed to move in order to allow others to pick up or drop off.
Eligibility
Permission to operate a vehicle on the campus or other land of the College is a discretionary privilege bestowed by the Board of Trustees of NSCC and such privilege may be denied, revoked, suspended or modified by action of the Board or by an Officer of the College herein authorized to take such actions.
No vehicle shall be registered for operation on the campus or other land of the College unless the person requesting registration has met the motor vehicle liability requirements for the operation and use of motor vehicles upon the ways of the Commonwealth.
Parking privileges are designed to facilitate activities related to the college, such as attending classes, visiting for business purposes, reporting to work, or participating in college-sponsored events. Parking on campus for non-college related business is not permitted without specific permission from the NSCC Police Department. Violations will result in receiving a parking citation and/or your vehicle being towed.
Student Decal Expiration
Except when otherwise specified, college parking decals expire every two years on September 1st and additionally under the following conditions:
a. Upon revocation, transfer of ownership of the vehicle or change of license plate number.
b. Upon termination of status as a student at the College.
Employee Parking Decal Expiration
The only time an employee’s parking decal expires is upon termination of employment at the College.
Prohibited Parking Areas – Tow – Away Zone Regulations Authorization of NSCC Police

The moving or towing of any vehicle under the provisions of Article V, shall be at the direction of the President of the College or their designee. The Chief of NSCC Police will oversee the authorization of towed vehicles from the NSCC Campus.
Towing Fees
All towing and storage of towed vehicles will be at the owner of the vehicles expense. Towed vehicles may be picked up from the towing contractor upon the showing of proper identification and making the required payment. All fees levied shall abide by the laws of the State set forth by Massachusetts General Laws and shall follow the outlined structure below:
If a tow is called in and then canceled, and if the truck has not left the towing company’s yard, there shall be NO CHARGE levied to the owner of the vehicle.
The NSCC Police cannot provide transportation to the towing company. Therefore, it is the responsibility of the owner or operator of the vehicle to find transportation to the tow Company.
Fire Lane: No parking is permitted in any area designated fire lane.
Emergency Vehicle Access Lanes: No parking is permitted in any area designated for Fire, Police, or Ambulance. These areas are also the service roads on our campus and the areas around the entranceways to our campus buildings as well as all campus roadways marked or unmarked. They are considered TOW ZONES STRICTLY ENFORCED.
Loading Zones: The areas designated as loading zones have appropriate signage identifying their locations. Dumpster locations are also considered loading zone areas. TOW ZONE STRICTLY ENFORCED.
Handicapped/Reserved Parking Handicap and Reserved Parking areas are clearly marked by appropriate lines and signage. This regulation is STRICTLY ENFORCED. TOW ZONE
Overnight Parking: Overnight parking from 10:00 p.m. - 6:00 a.m. is prohibited on campus.
Extenuating circumstances that dictate a vehicle to be left overnight must be approved through the Chief of Police or designee.
Any vehicle that has received five or more parking violations is subject to being towed, as are those vehicles that are found to be parked in areas designated as TOW ZONES:
Upon any sidewalk or crosswalk
Within (10) feet of a fire hydrant – Blocking a Driveway – Obstruct exit or entrance In front of any barricade temporarily or permanently erected
On land not designed for vehicular traffic such as walks, lawns and open fields

In front of a gateway, entrance or other open area
THESE ARE CONSIDERED STRICTLY ENFORCED TOW ZONES
Traffic Rules
The speed limit on campus is 15 M.P.H. (unless otherwise posted).
Please observe all STOP, DO NOT ENTER, ONE WAY, ARROWS signage, etc.
Do not drive or park on walks, paths or grassy areas, unless directed to do so by NSCC Police. Observe all crosswalk markings by allowing pedestrians the right of way.

Visitor Parking
Those visitors coming onto campus for scheduled learning seminars and/or classes, must park in the parking lots designated for visitor parking, unless given prior authorization from the NSCC Police or have received a parking pass to park elsewhere.
Motorcycle Parking
Parking decals are not required for motorcycle parking. Motorcycles should park in the designated motorcycle parking areas when available, and when not, available they should park in parking space designated for students if they are a student, or for faculty and staff if they are an employee of the college.
Abandoned Vehicles
Any person who abandons a motor vehicle, registered or unregistered, upon any public or private way or upon any property (College) of another, without the permission of the owner of lessee of said property, shall be subject to tow and shall be liable for costs incurred by a city, town, or college in removing or disposing of such motor vehicle, including, but not limited to, towing, storage, processing and disposal charges.
Reporting Accidents
All motor vehicle accidents that occur on campus must be reported to the NSCC Police. The vehicles should not to be moved until the investigating officer instructs the drivers to do so. The NSCC Police Officer will assist the parties with the exchanging of vehicle information and/or filing the necessary reports.
Special Events Parking Procedures
Individuals and/or groups scheduling an event on campus, that will attract visitors, especially those utilizing buses, vans and private automobiles should schedule these accommodations through the college event staff personnel in coordination with the NSCC Police.
The NSCC Police in order to secure their assistance and plan for providing proper and safe parking will need advance notice of such events.
The NSCC Police will provide the individuals/groups with special instructions regarding parking in designated areas. Organizers of large events should work with NSCC Police to arrange for traffic control and safety and parking away from heavily used areas of the campus.

Payment Procedures and Penalties
Parking tickets issued by the NSCC Police are handled by the Plymouth County Parking Ticket System.
In accordance with MGL c. 90, Section 20A, all parking violations must be paid or appealed within 21 days of issue.
If payment or appeal is not made within 21 days of issue, you will be subject to additional fees and possible non-renewal of your license and/or registration at the Registry of Motor Vehicles.
Ticket Payments
PARKING TICKETS CAN NOT BE PAID AT THE NSCC POLICE DEPARTMENT.
Tickets can instead be paid by mail, online at the link below, or in person at 44 Obery Street, Plymouth by check.
To pay a ticket online, please visit the Plymouth County Parking Ticket Payment System by clicking here. On that page, enter your license plate number to view outstanding tickets.
A couple things to remember about paying parking tickets:
There is a small service fee involved with paying online. This fee is not incurred if you pay in- person or by mail.
Late fines are incurred whether or not you pay in-person or online
If the Plymouth County Parking Ticket System isn't returning any results when you enter your license plate number, it's possible that the ticket may not yet be entered into the system. Per the site's Frequently Asked Questions, PCPTS asks that you use the "Contact Us" form on their website.
I want to file for an Appeal
If you believe you have justification to appeal your ticket, go to the on-line
Plymouth County Parking Ticket Payment website where you can view your ticket along with any photos taken by the parking enforcement officer, pay your ticket, or decide to appeal your ticket. Pay or Appeal My Ticket On-Line 
Your written appeal should state your case clearly and concisely as to why you believe that you should not be held accountable to pay the parking ticket in dispute. If you have any pictures to corroborate your claim or handicap placards, please include copies of those with your appeal.
No penalty will be imposed during the time period you are waiting for a decision on your appeal. However, if your appeal is denied you will be notified by mail, and you will have 21 calendar days from the date of the decision to pay the ticket before a penalty will be added.
